“Easter for Everybody!”
     Besides Jesus Rising from the grave – and that’s the Best Thing! – one of my other favorite things about Easter is the candy!  I really like candy-coated malted milk balls, cream filled chocolates (like “Mallow Cups”), and “Peeps.”  But, of course, there’s so much candy to share.

     In the 3-Year Series of Readings (which we’re not using right now, as we’re using the 1-year Series), the First Reading for the Sundays of the Easter Season are from the Book of Acts (of the Apostles) rather than from the Old Testament.  In the Acts Reading (10:34-43) for Easter Sunday Peter is at the home of a centurion (i.e., military leader of 100 soldiers) named Cornelius.  Now, at first, that might not seem too important.  But as it turns out, this meeting was pretty special: Peter was a Jew, and Cornelius was a Gentile (though he was “a devout man who feared God with all his household, gave alms generously to the people, and prayed continually to God” [:2]); and in those days Jews didn’t have much to do with non-Jews, on a personal level anyways.  One thing they’d almost never do was share a meal together.

     But one day Peter had a Vision from God telling him those old rules were finished.  God wanted Peter to go see Cornelius and to share a meal with him, even though they were very different from each other, and even though other people might not understand why this was happening.  Peter learned an important Lesson that day: God’s Love in Jesus isn’t just to be shared with a few people, but with all people!
     When Jesus died on the Cross, it wasn’t just for the people of Israel, but for everyone.  When Jesus Rose again on Easter Sunday, it wasn’t just for a few people, but for everyone.  That Acts 10(:43) Text ends:

“Everyone who believes in Him receives Forgiveness of sins through His Name.”

So Peter and Cornelius, two men who were very different from each other, shared a meal together and shared God’s Love with each other.  Peter ended up Baptizing a large group of Gentiles right after that (Act 10:48).

     We have Something much more precious than candy to share – the Saving Gospel of Jesus Christ Crucified and Risen “for the Life of the world” (John 6:51)!  “Easter is for everybody!”
     My family and I pray that you all have a safe and Blessèd “Holy Week” and Easter celebration with your family and friends.  “He Is Risen!  He Is Risen, indeed!  Alleluia!”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: What determines which way you face while leading worship?

A: The pastor serves two purposes in worship: 1.) God’s instrument/servant to the people; and 2.) the people’s representative/servant to God.  

     When he’s serving as God’s instrument to the people – that is, when he’s distributing God’s Gifts of Word and Sacrament – he faces the people.  This includes the Absolution, Salutations, Readings, preaching, Communion Preface, distributing the Lord’s Supper, and the Benediction.

     When he’s representing the people (including himself) to God he faces the Altar (symbol of God’s Presence among us).  This includes the Invocation, Confession, prayers, certain prayer/praise-like parts of the Liturgy, and hymns.

     It should be noted that in the large Altar Book there are additional rubrics (red-print directions) to aid the pastors with these types of things that aren’t in the pew hymnals.
