     On April 26, 2022, “The Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod” celebrates its 175th anniversary. Initial members, which included 12 pastors representing 14 congregations from Illinois, Indiana, Missouri, Michigan, New York, and Ohio signed the Church body’s Constitution on April 26, 1847, at First Saint Paul Lutheran Church in Chicago, Ill.       Originally named “The German Evangelical Lutheran Synod of Missouri, Ohio, and Other States,” the name was shortened to “The Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod” in 1947 on the occasion of its 100th anniversary.  The roots of the L.C.-M.S. run deep, tracing back to Saxon and other German immigrants establishing a new church body in America, seeking the freedom to practice and follow confessional Lutheranism.

     With great delight, we give thanks for 175 years of fellowship and faithful confession in “The Missouri Synod;” with even higher delight, we praise God for the Glorious Resurrection of His Son, Jesus Christ, the very “Lamb of God,” Who was Offered for us and has “Taken away the sins of the world.”  Our Synod exists to proclaim “ONLY JESUS” – and not ourselves – as Lord.  Our worship and the Church Year likewise are ordered to proclaim Jesus, “that by believing we may have Life in His Name” (John 20:31c) and no other. 
     In this spirit, we will have a special celebration worship service marking this occasion that evening – Tues., April 26, at 6:00pm.  We’ll give thanks without abandoning this Sunday after Easter and its proclamation of the “Pure Spiritual Milk” (1 Peter 2:2), which is Christ and His Word.  “ONLY JESUS” will be our cause to gather each first day of the week, which by His Resurrection has now become His day.  God Grant it that our “Missouri Synod” would continually confess in her life and conversation that Jesus is “Lord and God!” (John 20:28)

“The Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod” (L.C.-M.S.) believes, teaches, and confesses faith in Jesus Christ as Taught in the Scriptures and Lutheran Confessions.  For 175 years, the Holy Spirit has Kept us in the one True Faith and still continues to Gather sinners into the Holy Christian Church by Grace through faith – all on Account of Christ.  As we give thanks for our Synod’s founding on April 26, 1847, we rejoice in the 175th anniversary theme, “ONLY JESUS: No Other Name,” based on Acts 4:12.  Until Jesus Comes, the L.C.-M.S. will continue to trust in, teach, and “preach Jesus Christ and Him crucified” (1 Cor. 2:2b).
CELEBRATION WORSHIP SERVICE
     In celebration of the 175th anniversary of “The Lutheran Church - Missouri Synod,” we will have a special celebration service on the anniversary date of Tues., April 26, at 6:00pm.  The theme will be the Synod’s anniversary theme: “ONLY JESUS: No Other Name,” based on Acts 4:12; and we’ll be using “The Service of Prayer & Preaching,” LSB pp.260-267.

“ASK THE PASTOR”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: Please give us another update on the pastoral vacancy at Zion.
A: On Mon., Feb. 7, the Rev. Matthew Durance accepted the Call to serve as Zion’s next pastor!  He and his family will move into the Zion parsonage the weekend of May 19-21; and will be Installed as Zion’s pastor on Sunday, May 22, 3:00pm.  We all thank God for Guiding this process so that the servant He desired to serve Zion will now be in place.  Rev. Durance is 33-years-old, has three young children, and is originally from Midland (and his wife, Janessa, is originally from Saginaw).  This means my last Service as Zion’s vacancy pastor will the 11:00am Sunday, May 22, Service.  I will also be serving as the Liturgist for the Installation service.
Q: Please explain the “Triduum” of Holy Weekend.
A: The historic designation of the “Triduum” (Latin for “3 Days”) begins with the Liturgy on the evening of “Holy (Maundy) Thursday,” reaches its high point in the “Easter Vigil,” and closes with evening prayer on “Easter Sunday.”  In the Anglican, Lutheran, Methodist, Moravian, and Reformed traditions, the “Triduum” straddles the two liturgical Seasons of Lent and Easter in the Church calendar. (“Holy Saturday” is the last day of Lent, with the “Easter Vigil” being the first Liturgy of “Eastertide.”)  Lutherans discourage weddings during the entirety of “Holy Week” and the “Triduum.”

     In short, the “Triduum” highlights the three most Holy Days leading up to Easter: “Holy (Maundy) Thursday” (Last/Lord’s Supper, Gethsemane, betrayal/arrest), “Good Friday” (crucifixion, burial), and “Holy Saturday” (rest in the tomb).  Liturgically, this is marked by the “Invocation” of “Holy Thursday” serving as the “Invocation” for all three Days (i.e., there’s no “Invocation” for the “Good Friday” and “Holy Saturday” services); and the “Benediction” of “Holy Saturday” serves as the “Benediction” for all three Days (i.e., there’s no “Benediction” at the end of the “Holy Thursday” and “Good Friday” services).  In other words, the “Holy Thursday,” “Good Friday,” and “Holy Saturday” services are considered one continuous long service, beginning with the “Invocation” of “Holy Thursday” and ending with the “Benediction” of “Holy Saturday.”
