“Don’t Be Afraid!”

     Have you ever been afraid?: Yes, we’ve all been afraid – no matter how old we are, we sometimes get afraid.  What are some things that make you afraid?: snakes? spiders? heights?

     On Easter Morning, the angel told the women: 

“Do not be afraid, ...” (Matthews 28:5a)
On “Good Friday,” Jesus died on the Cross for us; and He was buried in a tomb; and all of His friends were very afraid and sad.  But two days later, two of Jesus’ friends, both named Mary, were going to visit the place where Jesus was buried; and some very strange things happened:

     First, there was an earthquake; then, in the place Jesus was buried, there was a big stone – a stone as big as us, but an angel came down out of the sky, rolled back the stone from the tomb, and sat on top of it.  Both of the women named Mary were afraid, but the angel spoke to them and said,
“Do not be afraid!”

     The angel told the Best News in the whole world: Jesus wasn’t dead anymore; Jesus was Alive again.  And the angel told the women to go tell Jesus’ Disciples the Good News.  And as they were going, who should appear, but Jesus!  You know what Jesus said to them?: He, too, said,

“Do not be afraid; …” (Matthew 28:10a)
     There are times we’re afraid, but Jesus Promises to be With us even in those times.  So when we’re afraid, we can remember that Jesus is With us, and we can remember His Words:
“Do not be afraid; …”

That’s the Wonderful News of Easter, isn’t it?!: Since Jesus Is Risen, we don’t need to be afraid!
     My family and I pray that you all have a Blesséd “Holy Week” and Easter Season, as we celebrate the “Resurrection of our Lord”!

“ASK THE PASTOR”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: Why do you stand at the end of the Altar during the Wednesday Advent/Lent services?
A: The liturgies we use for those services are called “Daily Offices” (hence the main hymn being called the “Office Hymn” rather than the “Hymn of the Day” or “Sermon Hymn”) or “Prayer services.”  They’re primarily made up of Psalm Verses, Readings, and prayers (and sometimes the Apostles’ Creed).  These include: the Orders of “Matins” (morning) and “Vespers” (early evening), “Morning Prayer” and “Evening Prayer,” “Compline” (“Prayer at the End of the Day”), “Service of Prayer & Preaching,” and “Responsive Prayers 1 & 2.” (See “Growing as One” introductory paragraph for LSB page #s.)  Some of these include places for hymns and an option for a sermon; some don’t (though these can be inserted, as we’ve done).

     All of these can be led by a layman rather than a pastor (and even at home), except for a sermon in church (i.e., the head of the household could present a message at home).  This is indicated by the Verses and prayers being marked with an “L” (Leader) instead of a “P” (Pastor).  And you’ll notice the prayers may be introduced with two options – one for a layman  (“L: O Lord, hear my prayer.  C: And let my cry come to You. [Psalm 102:1]” 
or “P: The Lord be with you.  C: And with thy spirit. [1 Timothy 4:22]”); and the final Blessing also has two options (“L: … be with us all.” or “P: … be with you all.” [2 Corinthians 13:14]).

     It’s traditional practice that a layman leading these services would not stand in the middle between the people and the Altar as a pastor would on Sundays (serving as “Called and Ordained” facilitator between the people and God), but rather to the side/end of the Altar (simply “leading” the service).  So, to be consistent, I’ve always stood to the side/end for these services; other pastors may do either.
