“Mysterious Keys of Heaven”
     Most of us over the age of 16 carry something in our pockets, or on a chain connected to our belt-loop: a set of keys, usually several types of keys – for the car, house, office, etc.  What do we do with keys?: We open things, start our vehicles, lock our house doors.  Keys are very useful.

     Jesus told the Disciples (representative of the Church) that they’d be given the “Keys to the Kingdom of Heaven” (Matthew 16:19; See also John 20:22-23; Matt. 18:18; Luke 10:16).  The Catechism calls this the “Office of the Keys” under “Confession & Absolution.”  Publically, it’s normally administered by the Called and Ordained servants of Christ and the Church – Pastors.  These “Keys” are for God’s people – you and me.  They’re the Way in which Jesus makes it possible for us to have Forgiveness and eternal Life.  And if we use our spiritual imaginations, we can see what’s meant by these “Mysterious Keys”:

     Where do we hear about Forgiveness from Jesus and about Heaven?: at the Baptismal Font.  Jesus says that “whoever believes and is Baptized will be Saved” (Mark 16:16a) – the “Key” of Holy Baptism “Opens” Heaven.  But Jesus also said that “whoever does not believe will be Condemned” (Mark 16:16b) – that “Closes” Heaven.

     At the beginning of the Divine Service, after the “corporate confession” of sins, the Pastor stands before the congregation to pronounce the “Absolution” – another “Key”: When we confess our sins and believe we’re Forgiven, Heaven is “Opened” by the Pastor’s words: “I Forgive you all your sins in the Name of the Father and of the + Son and of the Holy Spirit” – which are really Christ’s Word and Power.  This also happens in “private confession” between an individual and a Pastor.  But we also know that “if we say we have no sins, we deceive ourselves and the Truth is not in us” (John 1:8) – then Heaven is “Closed;” no Forgiveness.

     At the Pulpit we find another “Key”: There’s where we’re told about God and our sins and about Jesus’s death on the Cross to Pay for our sins: We hear about God’s Anger toward sin, and His Love toward us.  In the sermon, the Gospel “Key” “Opens” Heaven for us.  But for those who don’t believe the Words of Jesus, the “Key” “Closes” Heaven.

     Let us pray: Thank You, Jesus, for giving us the “Keys,” and those who administer Them, that “Open” and “Close” Heaven.  Help us always to trust Your Promises and believe we are Forgiven.  Amen.”
