“Jesus, the Bread of Life”
     Jesus Did some pretty Amazing things: You’re familiar with the Miracle of Multiplying a little boy’s lunch of five loaves of barley bread and two fish into enough bread and fish to feed more than 5,000 people (Matthew 14:13-21; Mark 6:30-44; Luke 9:10-17; John 6:1-15).  But after the people had eaten, all they thought about was bread.  What Jesus Did was a Sign.  A sign points to something more than itself, to something beyond itself. But the people stayed stuck in the Sign: All they thought about was bread – not about Jesus, not about Who Jesus was, not about What Jesus meant for them.  In staying stuck at the Sign, they missed out on so much more.
     Think about it this way: What’s your favorite amusement park?: Disney World? Cedar Point? Six Flags? Michigan Adventure?  Why do you like it? What are your favorite rides? What are your favorite parts of the park? What are all the things you enjoy doing with family and friends when you’re there?

     In order to enjoy all the fun things, you need to get there first: On the way, there are signs that give you directions, let you know how many miles to go, show where to turn, and finally tell you you’re there.  But the signs aren’t the park itself: If you get to the sign just outside the park that says you’re there and you stop there, stay there, don’t go in, you’ll have no fun; you’ll be awfully disappointed.  The purpose of a sign is to let you know there’s much more beyond the sign.
     After Feeding the people with bread, Jesus said,

“Truly, Truly, I say to you, you are seeking Me, not because you saw Signs, but because you ate your fill of the loaves.  Do not work for the food that perishes, but for the Food that endures to eternal Life, which the Son of Man will Give to you.  …  I AM the Bread of Life; whoever comes to Me shall not hunger, and who believes in Me shall never thirst.” (John 6:26-27,35)
     Jesus is about More than bread that’s eaten once and gone; Jesus is about much More than bread: When we feel unloved or unlovable, Jesus is about God’s Love; when we mess up and don’t feel good about ourselves, Jesus is about Forgiveness and second chances; when we feel sad when people we love die, Jesus is about Heaven and eternal Life.
     God “Gives us our daily bread.”  Every time you eat bread, thank God for it.  And let it be a sign.  But don’t stay stuck at the sign – let it remind you that Jesus Is “the Bread of Life;” He Gives you God’s Love, Forgiveness, and eternal Life.

Q: Please give us another update on the pastoral vacancy at Zion?
A: At a special Voters Assembly on Sunday, June 6, Zion issued a Call to the Rev. Larry Yaw, Pastor, St. John Lutheran Church, Pulaski, WI.  On July 1, Rev. Yaw returned (declined) the Call.  Another special Voters Assembly was held on Tuesday, July 6, and Zion issued a Call to the Rev. Joel Haak, Associate Pastor, Trinity Lutheran Church, Rochester, MN.  As of this printing Rev. Haak’s decision is pending.

Q: How is the word “hope” used in the Bible?

A: Unlike worldly hope, by which is meant “wishful thinking” for something that may or may not happen, Biblical/Christian Hope (capitalized to indicate the difference) is a certain thing that has, or will, happen, without a doubt. The following Bible Passages make this clear: Job 13:15; Psalms 39:7, 42:5, 69:6, 71:14, 119:81; Proverbs 13:12, 23:18; Jeremiah 14:22; Acts 2:26; Romans 5:2,4, 8:24, 12:12; 1 Corinthians 13:13; 2 Corinthians 1:10, 3:12; Galatians 5:5; Ephesians 1:18, 4:4; Colossians 1:5,23,27; 1 Thessalonians 2:19, 5:8; 1 Timothy 4:10; Titus 1:2, 2:13; Hebrews 3:6, 6:11,18,19, 7:19, 10:23, 11:1; 1 Peter 1:3,13,21, 3:15.

“BACK TO NORMAL SUNDAY” II

     At its July 20 meeting, the Board of Elders decided that beginning Sunday, August 8, we will return to pre-COVID-19 worship practices, including Holy Communion, offering plates, and the distribution of bulletins.  This decision was based on a decline in virus cases, the assumption that most worshipers are now vaccinated, the determination by health officials a while ago that being exposed to the Virus through surfaces is minimal, and feedback from worshipers.

     A few reminders as we make this transition:
· Ushers will now be needed as scheduled to resume their normal duties: passing out bulletins (while welcoming people), collecting the offering, ushering folks up for Communion and out after worship, and straightening up things after worship.

· As was always the case, communicants are welcome to remain standing for Communion rather than kneeling at/touching the rail.

· The option of receiving the Host (Christ’s Body) on the tongue and receiving Christ’s Blood from the Chalice (“common Cup”) will again be offered for those who desire it.  However, even if you used to receive Christ’s Body and Blood on the tongue and/or from the Chalice, but still don’t feel comfortable doing so yet, please feel free to still receive Them in the hand/from the individual cups as we have been doing.  As always, please indicate clearly which you desire (i.e., sticking out your tongue while leaving your hands lower, or raising your hands [traditionally in the shape of a cross] to chest level to receive the Host).

· As has always been the case, Pastor will use hand sanitizer prior to Distribution, and the Chalice rim will be wiped with an alcohol-soaked linen napkin.
