“The Cross-Beam Reaches Out”

     One of the most prominent features of all Christian churches is a cross (without Christ’s Body) or a Crucifix (with Christ’s Body): Whether it’s a plain large cross over the Altar (like at my hometown church, First, Algonac; et al) or elsewhere; a large Crucifix over the Altar (like at Zion, Harbor Beach; Hope, DeWitt; et al); or smaller crosses/Crucifixes either attached to the Pulpit (like at my previous congregation, Out Savior, Union City; and Concordia Theological Seminary, Fort Wayne, IN; et al); or simply on top of a processional pole (like here, et al) or on the Altar (like here; et al).  All of these remind us that Jesus died for the sins of the world when He went to the Cross as our Savior.  Hebrews 13 reminds us that Jesus suffered and died outside the city walls of Jerusalem to make every person holy, Saved, Covered by His Sacrifice on the Cross.  That Humble Work of Jesus Saves us and Makes us children of God now and in Heaven.
     But that same Chapter tells us to pray for our leaders, keep marriage holy, welcome strangers, visit those in prison, and to love our neighbors.  Those are good things to do, but why should we be required to do them?: After all, Jesus Paid for our Place in Heaven by His Cross; why should we do good works?
     Well, consider the Cross again: Some call it “foolishness” [1 Corinthians 1:23-25].  But, as Christians, we recognize what it Means to us: Jesus on the Cross reminds us that He Came down from Heaven and died there to Take away our sins.  That’s what we call “Grace” – Love, Mercy, and Forgiveness that Comes down from God for our sake.  This is what the vertical beam of a cross reminds us of – Jesus Coming down to us from Heaven to Save us, and thus giving us eternal Life in Heaven.

     But Jesus stretched out His arms on the Cross to Take the whole world into His Forgiveness.  If Jesus Did that for all of us, the horizontal beam of a cross lets us know there’s a world that needs to hear about Him.
     Our good works, then, begin to look like a cross: Jesus gave us work to bring others into His Family so they can be with us in Heaven.  The cross-beam can’t stand on its own – it has to receive its Strength and Support from God.   The Good Work Jesus Did for us on the Cross is how we can do good works – so the world can “see our good works and give glory to God in Heaven” (Matthew 5:16).

     We thank Christ for What He Did for us when He Became our Savior, Giving His Life on the Cross to Make us His children; and to Enable us to live holy and Blessed lives in Him and for Him; and that He’d Bless our work, that others may come to know Him, even as He has Blessed us.

“ASK THE PASTOR”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: When do the Bread and Wine cease to be Christ’s Body and Blood, and how does this affect how the Elements are handled after the Service?
A: Unlike the Roman Catholic Church, which believes that the Elements always remain Christ’s Body and Blood (only – no longer bread and wine, despite their appearance and taste: “Transubstantiation”), which can then be paraded around to worship (e.g., “Corpus Christi” [“Body of Christ”] processions); we generally believe that the Elements cease to be Christ’s Body and Blood once their Given Purpose is over (i.e., when the “eating” and “drinking” is over – when the “Divine Service” is over).  Scripture does not say specifically when Christ’s Body and Blood cease to be Present in the Elements.
     Every effort should be made to estimate how many bread wafers and how much wine should be set out on the Altar for the Sacrament so that there’s a minimal amount that’s left-over – negating the need to handle any left-overs.  This is why many pastors (including me) drink what’s left in the Chalice at the end of the Distribution.  Some pour what’s left in the individual cups into the Chalice for drinking; and some have the pastor and Elders consume any left-over Hosts and Wine after the Service.

     Though any Consecrated Bread and Wine left-over after the Service are no longer Christ’s Body and Blood, we still handle them with respect for what they were: First, undistributed Wine left in the flagon (pitcher) and individual cups is poured into a designated bottle labeled “Consecrated Wine,” and left-over Consecrated Wafers are placed into a covered chalice labeled “Consecrated Wafers” for use first in the next Service (though both will be re-Consecrated).  Second, since any residual Wine left in undistributed individual cups was Christ’s Blood, it’s treated with respect by having those cups washed in hot soapy water; then the water being poured into a special sink (“piscina,” which we have) that goes directly into the ground; or pouring the water from the bucket/pail directly into the ground outside.  This is done so that what was Christ’s Blood isn’t simply thrown into the trash (plastic cups with Wine residue still in them) or poured down a regular sink into the sewer.

     A note here about the use of plastic vs. glass individual cups: Since plastic cups still need to be washed thoroughly before disposal, they don’t save any clean-up time, so glass cups are preferred by many as they seem a bit more appropriate for containing Christ’s Blood (rather than something that’s cheap and disposable).  Since we already had a full set of glass cups, when the previous supply of plastic cups ran out some years ago it was decided to simply use the glass cups we already had rather than not use them and continue to spend money on one-time use plastic cups.  Some also don’t like the use of individual cups at all as they seem to them as receiving Christ’s Blood from “shot glasses.”  The most important thing is that it’s the Consecrated Wine that is Christ’s Blood regardless of what It’s contained in; however, our practice should reflect what we believe about what the Sacrament is and does.
