 “A More Blesséd Nation”

     As we celebrate our nation’s 246th birthday on Monday, July 4, we’ll likely do many special things with our families and friends (besides the many activities happening that weekend in Port Hope!): picnics, outings, fireworks, etc.  Those are all fun things to do.  God’s Given us a great country to live in!
     In Isaiah 66:10a,12a, God says this:

“Rejoice with Jerusalem, and be glad for her, all you who love her;” …  For thus says the LORD: “Behold, I will extend Peace to her like a river, and the glory of the nations like an overflowing stream.”

That’s kind of like what we do Independence Day weekend.  Jerusalem was the capital city of the country where God’s people lived (Israel); like Washington, D.C., for us.  And we “rejoice” when God Blesses our country and Give us “Peace.”
     What are some of the ways God Blesses the United States of America?: We have beautiful land, with forests and mountains and beaches and farms and interesting places to see – God Made all those.  God also Gives us jobs and houses and food – in many way, more richly than lots of other countries: That’s not because we’re better people or God Loves us more; He’s just been very Kind to us.  And God’s also Made our country a place where we’re allowed to come to church and believe in Him exactly the Way the Bible Teaches us – although we always have to watch when people try to say we can’t do all the things God Commands in His Word.  God’s really Blessed our country, and Independence Day (July 4) is a great time to thank Him for that.
     But really, God, through the Prophet Isaiah, is talking about Jerusalem in a different Way than just talking about our country: Jerusalem was the place where something Special would happen one day: It was Special because it was the place where Jesus would go to die on the Cross: On the Cross, Jesus Paid for the sins of everyone in every country of the world – Americans, Canadians, Mexicans, Italians, Japanese, Chinese, Russians, Africans, Australians – and, of course, Germans! – everybody!  And that Makes us citizens of a “Nation” that’s even more Blesséd than our country here.  We’re all God’s people, His “Holy Nation,” Christians – all together, forever!

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: Why do we only sing some Easter hymns (e.g., “Jesus Christ Is Risen Today,” “I Know That My Redeemer Lives”) once (Easter Day) during the Easter Season?
A: There are 34 hymns in the “EASTER” section of the hymnal, and more in other sections (e.g., “At the Lamb’s High Feast We Sing” in “THE LORD’S SUPPER” section) that are appropriate for use during the seven-week Easter Season.  Even if a Festival Day happens to fall on one of those Sundays, Easter hymns are still included in that Service.  I don’t schedule all of those hymns, as a few are totally unknown and/or are suited more for advanced choirs.  In addition, depending on the Readings on any given Sunday, other hymns from other sections will be used in addition to the Easter hymns.

     Of the Easter hymns used, most of them are among someone’s “favorite hymns” and/or should be included among a congregation’s regular hymn repertoire.  So, most of the “Easter” hymns will be included at some point during the Easter Season (and even outside of the Season occasionally).

     A few Easter hymns are sung more than once during the Easter Season, though not the same ones every year.  And, in the case of “I Know That My Redeemer Lives,” it’s often sung several times for funerals that occur during the Season (including this year) or even outside of the Season, which many of our members are in attendance at (same with “Amazing Grace” & “How Great Thou Art”).

     Seasonal hymn use (especially for Christmas and Easter) can also serve to create joyful anticipation as we look forward to singing certain hymns primarily at certain times of the year.  The scheduling of Christmas hymns is even more challenging, as the Christmas Season is only one or two Sundays long (Christmas Eve, Dec. 24, through Epiphany Day, Jan. 6). (And we don’t normally sing Christmas hymns during the four-week Advent Season for the same reason we don’t sing Easter hymns during the six-week Lenten Season.)
     Another consideration: Since most households have a hymnal at home (and if you don’t I encourage you get one), an individual or family can sing whichever hymns they want any time they want, not having to rely only on only the six or seven hymns that may or may not be scheduled for Sunday worship.  This is a benefit of individual and/or family devotions.
