“Spiritually Thirsty”
     As we begin the Summer months and the temperatures rise (hopefully!) there’s not much more refreshing than a tall glass of cold ice water (or a “Lutheran beverage”)!  Why do people drink water?: because they’re thirsty.  And when do you get thirsty?: when you eat; after work or play; when it’s hot.  So, you usually know when you need a drink of water.  And sometimes, too, others will tell you to drink a glass of water if they see that you need one to keep you healthy.

     When Jesus was at the Temple in Jerusalem for the Jewish Festival of Pentecost/Feast of Booths (50 days after Passover), He was talking to people about being thirsty in the spirit (John 7:37-39).  What does it mean to be thirsty in your spirit or thirsty in your heart?: Most of the time it’s the result of sin or the effects of sin.  So when we feel bad after we’ve done something wrong, or when we’re sad or others have hurt us, or when we’re afraid or something’s bothering us, that’s what Jesus meant about being spiritually thirsty.

     And that’s exactly what Jesus was talking about to the people who were in the Temple that day: He said,

“If anyone thirst, let him come to Me and drink.” (John 7:37b)
What He was saying is,

“If anyone’s spiritually thirsty because you’ve sinned, come to Me, and I’ll Forgive you.  If anyone’s spiritually thirsty because you feel bad or you’re afraid, or something’s bothering you, come to Me and I’ll Help you.”

That’s the whole reason Jesus died on the Cross – to be our Savior from all those things.  He wants us to come to Him when we’re spiritually thirsty.

     And you know what else?: He says that He’ll put His Spirit in your heart so that you can help others when they’re spiritually thirsty.  We now enter the long season of “Sundays after Pentecost (3-year Series)/Trinity (1-year Series we’re now using),” following the Coming of the Holy Spirit on the Christian Festival Day of Pentecost (May 31-50 days after Easter), who Creates and Sustains faith and Enables us to serve God as we serve our neighbors.

     So when someone that’s sinned against you says, “I’m sorry,” you can forgive him/her.  That’ll help him/her not be spiritually thirsty; if someone’s afraid or someone’s bothered him/her, you can be a friend and help; that’ll help him/her not be spiritually thirsty.

     So remember, Jesus is our Savior.  He Loves us and wants us to come to Him when we’re feeling like our spirit’s thirsty.  He Promises that He’ll Help us – and use us to help others who are spiritually thirsty too.

 “ASK THE PASTOR”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: Please explain the phrase “speaking in tongues,” which occurred at Pentecost and afterwards.
A: In the New Testament this phrase occurs in the Act 2 Pentecost Event, in Acts 10 & 19, and in 1 Corinthians 12 & 14.  “Tongues” simply means “languages.”  At Pentecost, the Holy Spirit Enabled the Apostles to speak the Gospel in many languages so that those Jews who’d traveled from various nations for the Jewish Feast Day of Pentecost (50 days after Passover) could understand the Gospel in their own language, and then take it back with them when they returned to their own countries.  In Acts 10 & 19 this Miraculous ability occurred in other new regions of evangelism.

     In the 1 Corinthians Accounts, St. Paul is discussing the continued use of this ability.  He says that this isn’t something that all believers will possess, but certainly God can Enable someone to have it; but it must be used in an edifying way:

To each is Given the Manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.  To one … various kinds of tongues, to another the interpretation of tongues. (12:7,10d-e)
and,

The one who prophecies [i.e., speaks God’s Word] is greater than the one who speaks in tongues, unless someone interprets, so that the Church may be built up. (14:5b) (cf. also 14:9-25,27-28)
     Contrary to what “Pentecostal”-type churches teach, the ability to manifest some miraculous outward act (e.g., “speaking in tongues” [i.e., supposed “Spirit-talk” – gibberish]; healing; etc.) is not proof of real Saving faith; in that if you don’t exhibit one of these your faith is in question.  Certainly, God may Grant these to individuals if He wants to, but there’s no promise that all believers will necessarily be given these.  Our faith depends only on the Spirit-Given trust in what Jesus did for us on the Cross and in His Resurrection Victory!
