 “God Loves You”
     When you look at a heart, what does it make you think of?  That’s right: Love!  Think about someone who loves you.  Do you have someone in mind?  Let’s say your parents, spouse, or children: How do you know they love you?  To know whether someone loves us, we can look at how they treat us – helping us with something, taking care of us, protecting us.

     Let’s talk about who God is: We call God the “Trinity” because God is “Three-in-One.”  And the “Three” “Persons” of the Trinity?: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

     And God, the “Holy Trinity,” Shows His Love to us in Special Ways.  The most familiar Verse to Christians is John 3:16, where Jesus, the Son, tells us that God the Father “Loved the world in this Way”: that He “Sent His only Son,” Jesus, for us.

     Now, when you look at a cross, what does it make you think of?  That’s right: Jesus, God’s Son, died for us.  He Took all of our sins upon Himself and died to Take them away from us.  This Shows the Way in which He Loves us – enough to die for us!  That’s Amazing Love!  And then God the Holy Spirit lets us know Jesus has Saved us.  These are the Ways the Holy Trinity Shows His Love for us.

     Now think again about someone in your life – maybe a sibling, parent, grandparent, or friend.  What are some ways you can show your love to them?  In all of our actions, we can show our love for other people.  Perhaps this month we could even think of other special ways to show our love for the people in our life: Perhaps volunteer to do chores, share things, call or send a card, invite them to church, etc.

     The reason we show love to others is because God has so Filled us with His Love.  As you receive that Love from Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, let it flow out of you to others.

     I pray that you all have a blessed and safe Summer; and look forward to seeing more of you in worship to be in the presence of our Loving and Gracious God, and receive His Saving Gifts.

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: What does “worship” really mean?
A: A simple explanation is provided in one of the Synod’s “KIDS IN THE DIVINE SERVICE” bulletin inserts:

“Most people use the word ‘worship’ to mean something we do to honor God.  Because of this misunderstanding, many people believe that a church service is what we do for God.  The word ‘worship’ comes from the root words ‘worth’ and ‘ship.’  These two words describe God rather than the ones praising Him.  These words describe a God who is worthy of being honored and adored because of His love for us.  God gives us His love through His Word and Sacraments.  Worship is not something we do, but rather something that God does for us!

“The Divine Service is not about what we are doing for God, but who God is and what He does for us in the ways He has promised: His Word and Sacraments.  That’s why Lutherans call it Divine Service.  God is serving us!  What a wonderful God we have!” [emphasis added]
     Though there are certainly parts of the Liturgy that involve our response to God’s Gifts/Service (e.g., responses, hymns, prayers), these are secondary to the primary Purpose of worship as described above.

     The same insert concludes with a note to parents:

“The Divine Service is like listening to one long reading from the Bible.  Everything in the Divine Service has been given to us through God’s Word.  Explain this to your children, reminding them that it is God’s Word that delivers God’s salvation to us!”

     I also encourage you to read the “INTRODUCTION” on p.viii in the front of the Lutheran Service Book hymnal, where an explanation of worship is provided.
