“God Built the House”

     Look at the walls of your house.  Do you know who built your house?: It was people using hammers and nails, saws, and other tools.  Is your house made of wood, or stone, or bricks?: It’s hard, no doubt.  Do you think wood and stone are strong?: They are; they hold up the roof and all the lights.  Under the flooring, there are strong beams; the floor holds up all the walls, all the furniture, all the appliances, and all of you in your family (and guests!).  When people built your house, they chose strong materials to hold up the walls and roof and support the furniture for a very long time.

     You’re all familiar with the Story of the “Tower of Babel” in Genesis 11:1-9 (the Old Testament Reading for Pentecost): Some people decided to build a city and a tower that they wanted to be strong and to last for a very long time.  It was built of bricks; but it turned out they couldn’t even finish building it.

     God also Enjoys Building.  What did God Build?  Look around you when you’re in worship: Do you see another Building God Built?  He didn’t use brick or wood or bolts or nails for this Building; God Builds this Building out of people, and you’re part of this Building.  In fact, the Bible says each one of you is a “living stone” (1 Peter 2:5).  God said to you: “I Want you to be a part of My Building.”  Together, all of us are His “Building.”  God calls His Building – all Christians – “the Church.”

     How did God make you a part of His Church?: He Baptized you.  when God Baptized you, He Joined you to Jesus and to every other Christian in the whole world, and who’ve ever lived, and will ever live.  You’re part of the biggest and most Beautiful Building in the world!

     What’s the most Important “Stone” in God’s Building?: Yes! Jesus!: Jesus is the most Important “Stone” (i.e., “Cornerstone”: Matthew 21:42; Psalm 118:22) – we call that Stone the “Foundation” – because everything begins with Jesus dying on the Cross.  To remind us of that, the Cross is always in front of us.  Jesus’ Cross holds all of us together because we can only be part of this Building if our sins are Forgiven.  Jesus Holds onto all of you and onto me.  God’s Love Holds us together; God’s Forgiveness Holds all of us together.  And God’s Love is Stronger than any wood or brick, so God’s Building will never fall apart.  Since God Raised Jesus from the grave; His Building will last forever.

NEW WORSHIP TIMES

“ASK THE PASTOR”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: On the first white insert we use for the Introit and Gradual, what are the vertical lines and asterisks for?
A: They’re singing aids: The Introit is a Psalm; Psalms are songs. (The Book of Psalms was the Old Testament hymnal.)  The Gradual is usually a Psalm as well.  Psalms are meant to be sung, though most congregations speak them due to congregational practice and musical abilities of the congregation (pastor’s singing ability, organist consistency, laity singing ability, etc.).  We have sung them here occasionally (e.g., Christmas Eve candlelight Service, Easter, etc.).  Although we could sing them regularly (because we do have the factors listed above), congregational tradition has been that we don’t usually.  

     When we do, I work with the organist and a “cantor” (solo singer), and explain to those in attendance how we’ll do it: Normally, the pastor will sing at least the opening and closing “antiphon” Verses, then the cantor and congregation will alternate Verses.

     The tunes/tones for the Psalms are provided on LSB p.xxvi, just before the Psalms appear in the hymnal.  In the previous Lutheran Worship hymnal (which you didn’t use here) a specific tone was at the top of each Psalm; however in LSB they’re all just provided, allowing the pastor or music leader to choose among several tones for any given Psalm.  Some tones work better with certain Psalms.  In short, the vertical lines and asterisks mark where the notes change.
