“We Can’t See It, But We Need It”

     Sometimes God Gives us what we need even when we can’t see it.  God Created everything.  If I asked you to tell me a few things that God’s Created, you’d likely list things you can see.

     But let’s consider Something God’s Created that we need, but we can’t see: If you take a deep breath – what do you get that you need, but you can’t see?: Air/oxygen! – we need air/oxygen to live, and God’s Created it for us, but we can’t see it.

     Now consider the Baptismal Font: On “Holy Trinity Sunday” (June 4th this year – the “1st Sunday after Pentecost”), we especially focus on the familiar Gospel Reading Matthew 28:16-20:: There, just before His Ascension, Jesus Gave His Disciples the Words we use for Holy Baptisms – when an infant (or adult) is Baptized, the pastor pours water over the baby’s/person’s head, and he says, “I Baptize you in the Name of the Father and of the + Son and of the Holy Spirit” (Matthew 28:19b).  Now, can you see God when the pastor does that?: No; but God’s nonetheless there.
     At your Baptism, you were Brought to Jesus, Who Forgave you and Made you His child.  At your Baptism, the pastor made the “sign of the + Cross” over your forehead and heart to “mark you as one Redeemed by Christ,” Who died and Rose for you.  We need Jesus, and even though we can’t see Him, He’s “always with” us (Matthew 28:20b).

     Now consider the Holy Spirit: Can you see the Holy Spirit?: No; but we can see What He Does! – He Created Saving Faith in you in your Baptism, and Sustains you in that Faith; He Taught you about Jesus through your parents, Sunday/Day School teachers, the pastor, and others – that’s the Holy Spirit at Work.  Every time you learn Something about Jesus – and we need to learn lots about Him! – the Holy Spirit’s right there Helping someone to Teach you about Him.

     What an Amazing God we have!: He Creates just what we need to live; He Gives us Jesus and the Holy Spirit in our Baptism; and His Holy Spirit Teaches us What we need to know about Him.

     We pray: Dear God, thank You for Giving us everything we need, including things that we can’t even see – especially the Holy Spirit and Your Son, Jesus Christ, our Savior, in our Baptism, in Whose Name we pray.  Amen.

Q: What significance do the various parts of the Liturgy have?
A: First, it’s important to realize that basic outline of the historic Liturgy goes back to the beginning of worship of God. (No; it’s not only Roman Catholic or German Lutheran!)  As the Biblical Theology of God developed, so did the Liturgy (e.g., the Early Church Christianized the existing Old Testament worship, adding New Testament features, but keeping the basic outline; cf. Acts 2:42).  In other words, because the historic Liturgy is timeless and universal, It’s always “contemporary” to any age and culture – most importantly because the vast majority of It consists of Bible Passages chosen over millennia to highlight what’s taking place at any given point in the Liturgy.  And, of course, there are numerous musical settings to support the same basic Passages.

     During the first half of the long Pentecost Season, I will be pausing at each part of the Liturgy to read a brief paragraph of explanation.  It’s hoped that this will enable you to more appreciate the whys and ways we Lutherans (and other liturgical churches) worship.
