“With Him, with One Another”
     To some of us it may seem like a long time ago; but we remember that it was just about this time last year (March 29 here to be exact) that we first had to stop sending our kids to school, stop going out to parks and restaurants, and stop coming together for in-person worship.  We had to begin to be very careful about people getting sick from COVID-19, so we had to stay home a lot – even from church.

     Having to stay away from family and friends, not being able to go out to some of the places we like to go was no fun!  Much worse is any time we can’t come together in God’s house to hear His Word with others who believe in Jesus.  For many, that’s still the case for one reason or another.  God always wants for us to be together with other Christians, and He especially wants us to be where we can hear Him Speak to us.  Even if we can read the Bible at home, and watch worship on our computers – those are great things, but they’re not the same.  We’re missing something even Better when we can’t be together.
     At the end of this month, and the beginning of next month, there are some very Special Days coming up for us at church: March 28 is “Palm/Passion Sunday,” the Day Jesus rode Triumphantly into Jerusalem to begin “Holy Week;” April 1 is “Holy (Maundy) Thursday,” when Jesus Instituted the Lord’s Supper and was betrayed and arrested; April 2 is “Good Friday,” when Jesus was crucified to take away our sins; and, of course, April 4 is “Easter,” the Day Jesus Rose from the dead.  But Jesus Knew that when those things happened, those would be very hard days, even scary days, for those who believe in Him.  And He Knew there’d be lots of hard, scary days for us later.

     So the night before Jesus died on the Cross, on Holy (Maundy) Thursday, Jesus Gave us a very Special Gift that brings us together “with Him and with one another: the “Lord’s Supper”/“Lord’s Table”/“Holy Communion”/“Sacrament of the Altar”/“Breaking of the Bread”/“Holy Eucharist.”  In the Lord’s Supper, Jesus Works a Special Miracle so that He’s right here with us in a very Special Way – His Body and His Blood that we really eat and drink.  In Holy Communion, Jesus Forgives us all our sins, because He Gives us what He Did on the Cross.  And in a very most Wonderful Way, we all get to be together also “with one another,” receiving the same Gifts from Jesus together.  Ah, see why we want to be in the “Divine Service” together every chance we get!
     I pray God’s continued Blessings on you throughout this Lenten Season as we look forward to celebrating together (which we couldn’t last year) “The Resurrection of Our Lord”!

Q: What is the status of the vacancy you’re covering at Zion, Harbor Beach?

A: It’s hard to believe that it’s been just over a year since I began serving the saints at Zion during their pastoral vacancy, requiring changes here as well (primarily worship times).  It’s been a great privilege of mine to serve Zion, as well as an increased work-load (e.g., visiting a greater number of shut-ins, preparing Services at both places).

     Zion received a Call list from the District in January, but requested a new list in early February.  This will take another 6 – 8 weeks.  Once they receive another list, they’ll hopefully extend a Call to one of the men on that list.  It normally takes about a month for a Called pastor to decide whether or not to accept the Call.  If he accepts, it’d be probably another month or so for him to be Installed at Zion; if he “returns” (i.e., refuses) the Call, Zion would need to wait for yet another Call list from the District (i.e., another 3 – 4 months for the process to be repeated).  Let’s continue to pray that the Holy Spirit Brings the folks at Zion and the pastor they Call together in a timely fashion.
