“For the World … and You”
     Have you ever stopped to think about how Blessed you are to be born right now, living in this place, being a member of St. John Evangelical Lutheran Church, and sitting right here to hear God’s Word?  As we journey through this Holy Season of Lent, we focus on the reason God Came to Earth in the Person of Jesus Christ to suffer and die for our sins in order to Win for us Forgiveness, Life, and Salvation.

     As we look at our fallen world, we often wonder why God let’s certain bad things happen to certain people, while other people don’t seem to have such bad things happen to them (cf. Lent 3 Gospel: Luke 13:1-9).

     Sometimes we might wonder, “God, why was I born into the family I was born into, and in the country and town I live?  Why was I so Blessed to grow up hearing Your Word about how much You Love me and the entire world, when there are millions and billions of people around Your globe who don’t believe in You?”

     Do you know what God says to us?: He says, “Where were you when I Spoke the Earth into being? Can you do that?  Where were you when I got dirty to Fashion mankind in My Image? Can you do that?  Where were you when ‘I Knit you together in Your mother’s womb’ and Placed you in this exact time and space? Can you do all of these things?”  God says things like that to us in Job [38] and Genesis [2] and Psalms (139) and Acts [17].

     Can you do these Things? I sure can’t.  When God says this, I’m led to repentance: Repentance is what the Season of Lent is especially about; repentance is a word that reminds me that I’m not God.  That’s a good thing!  I don’t have hands big enough to carry the really big world in my palms.

     So big things like that – why certain things happen to certain people and not to others – aren’t things we need to worry or even think about.  Instead, here’s what God says does matter to us: Repent of your sins; and believe that Jesus has Taken them away.  Know that good or bad things don’t happen to you because you’re better or worse than anybody else – you’re a sinner, just as bad as everybody else.

     But Jesus Loves you and died on the Cross for you so much that He Claimed you as His Own.  When did He Do this?: When you were Baptized “in the Name of the Father and of the + Son and of the Holy Spirit.”  Jesus has you in His nail-scarred hands that Carry the sin of the whole world to the Cross.  He Loves you that much!

     I pray God’s continued Blessings on you and your loved ones as we journey through this Holy Season, and look forward to the celebration of our Lord’s Resurrection!

“ASK THE PASTOR”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: Please give us another update on the pastoral vacancy at Zion.
A: On Friday, Feb. 4, the Rev. Matthew Durance, KS, and his family visited Zion and Harbor Beach.  On Mon., Feb. 7, he accepted the Call to serve as Zion’s next pastor!  He likely won’t arrive here until after Easter.  We all thank God for Guiding this process so that the servant He desired to serve Zion will now be in place.  Rev. Durance is 33-years-old, has three young children, and is originally from Midland (and his wife is originally from Saginaw).

Q: How is it that a prostitute (i.e., Rahab) becomes such an important figure in the Bible?

A: Rahab is mentioned four times in the Bible: First, in Joshua 2, when Joshua (now leading the Israelites after Moses’ death), “sent two men secretly … as spies” into the Promised Land – “especially Jericho” – that the LORD was giving to them.  “And they went and came into the house of a prostitute whose name was Rahab and lodged there.”  Rahab ended up hiding the Israelite spies and helped them to escape from the roof by letting a rope down.  She did this because she’d heard of God’s Miraculous Deliverance of the Israelites from Egypt, and believed.  She asked that when the Israelites later defeated Jericho that she and her household be spared; and it was.

     The other three times Rahab is mentioned are in the New Testament: In the Genealogy of Jesus in Matthew 1, Rahab is listed as the mother of Boaz (Ruth’s husband), who is the father of Jesse, the father of David.  This means that the prostitute Rahab is a direct ancestor of Jesus Himself!  The Writer of Hebrews – in his great “By faith” Chpt. 11 states, “By faith Rahab the prostitute did not perish with those who were disobedient, because she had given a friendly welcome to the spies.”  Finally, Jesus’ brother James Writes in his Epistle (Chpt. 2: “Faith without works is dead”): “And in the same way was not also Rahab the prostitute justified by works when she received the messengers and sent them out by another way?”

     The overall point of highlighting Rahab is to show that the Lord’s Salvation is available to all – even Gentiles and prostitutes!  Even the Lord Jesus Himself had these people in His “family tree!”  That’s a Comfort to us and all people – that no matter how we’ve messed up, Forgiveness is ours through faith in Christ’s Saving Work for the whole world.
