“Hands & Head”
     This month (May 21) we celebrate the Festival Day of “The Ascension of Our Lord,” 40 days after Easter (so always a Thursday).  St. Paul Writes in Ephesians 1:20,22-23 that 

“[God] Raised [Jesus] from the dead and Seated Him at His Right Hand in the Heavenly Places … and gave Him as Head over all things to the Church, which is His Body, the Fullness of Him who Fills all in all.”

     Most Protestant churches believe that since Jesus’ Body is now “Sitting at the Right Hand of God the Father Almighty,” that He can’t really be Present in His Word and Sacraments (especially the Lord’s Supper), but at most only Spiritually.  That is, He can’t be in two places at the same time (let alone millions of places at the same time).

     But when the Bible speaks of the “Right Hand of God,” it doesn’t really mean a place, but an Honor.  We still use “right hand” like that: The “right-hand man” to the boss is the one who gets things done.  He’s as important to the boss as the arm connected to his body.  So Jesus is the “Right-Hand Man” – the One who does things no one else can.  Because He died and Rose for us, He’s Forgiven our sins.  No one else can do that!

    God the Father alone Made Jesus “Head over all things to the Church.”  What are things that your head can do?: Well, it can wear hats and grow hair, but what’s inside it?: Yes, your mind, your brain: The brain in our head is what allows our body to move, our mouths to speak, our eyes to see.

     Jesus is in charge of the entire Universe; He’s over the whole world.  And Jesus is the “Head of the Church”: He gives Life to all Its members.  When you were Baptized, He Made you a member of “His Body, the Church.”  He Helps us, “His Body,” work together with kindness and mercy, and He gives us voices to invite others into His Kingdom.

     On “Ascension Day,” we thank God that Jesus is “at the Right Hand” of Power and Glory.  Because of that, you’re Safe now, and will be Safe forever in His Good Hands – “He’s got the whole world in His Hands!”  And we look forward to Jesus Sending His Holy Spirit just ten days later (May 31) on “The Day of Pentecost.”
     We pray: “Lord Jesus, because You died and Rose and Ascended to Heaven, 
You are our ‘Head.’  Thank You for Saving us.  And thank You for Sending 
Your Spirit to bring us to faith in You.  Help our hands and mind serve 
You.  Amen.”

Q: How has your schedule changed since the COVID-19 “stay home” Orders?

A: Obviously there’s a lot more “time off” (which probably means I won’t be worrying about taking my two weeks of vacation this half-year).  Mondays are about the same as normal, as I continue to go into the office for a few hours to get a lot of work done preparing the sermon and other needed service materials (service outline, Propers insert, “Growing as One,” prayers, etc.) for the following Sunday service (video-recorded usually on Saturday); prepare my items for this newsletter; and retrieve and sort the mail every day.

     The major things that have changed are the worship services: only video-recording one service here instead of conducting two lives services (or more during Lent/Easter); and not having to do a service at Zion, Harbor Beach, at all. (They had been videoing their Saturday afternoon service, which they continue to do with Pastor Hales, but with no people.)  I did do Zion’s Good Friday “Chief Service” and their Easter Day service, both of which were videoed with no people.  Also, no classes or meetings have been held.  And finally, I’ve not been able to visit our or Zion’s shut-ins, or lead the fourth-Friday chapel service at Lakeview Extended Care in the Harbor Beach Hospital.

     I would like to thank my son, Adam, for doing the video-recording on his laptop, while also finding the images for the hymns.  Also, thank you to Kristen Weiss for posting the services and other information on the congregation’s web-site and Facebook page.
