“In This or Any Language”
     "Denn Gott liebt die Welt so sehr, dass er seinen einzigen Sohn gab, damit jeder, der an ihn glaubt, nicht zugrunde geht, sondern ewiges Leben hat."  Did you get that?  Your forefathers did, as until the World Wars, the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod required only German to be used in church and school.  Well, it’s familiar John 3:16 in German.  Some people speak several languages (including our most recent “first lady”), but for most of us now, that wouldn’t be easy.

     In the Day of Pentecost (May 23 this year; 50 days after Easter) Account (Acts 2:1-21), we hear of some men who suddently could very easily speak other languages ("tongues“).  After Jesus had died on the Cross, then Risen again, and Ascended back to Heaven (May 13; 40 days after Easter), all of a sudden the Holy Spirit Came with a Sound like a "rushing wind“ (the literal meaning of the Greek and Hebrew words for "spirit“), and over each of the Aposltes Appeared something like little flames of fire.  Then, just like that, they were able to speak in lots of different languages that they’d never learned before.  Seminary students need to study a long time to learn Hebrew and Greek.  But the Apostles could speak those new languages just like that!  And that was great, because there were people in Jerusalem that Day from all the distant countries where they spoke those languages for the Jewish Festival of Pentecost (50 days after Passover).

     The Bible doesn’t tell us exactly what the Apostles said in those new languages, but they surely proclaimed the Good News of John 3:16; that Jesus had to die on the Cross to Pay for our sins and then Rise again from the dead; as the Apostles knew that Jesus had just Done exactly That!

     Sometimes it’s hard for us to tell others about Jesus – not because we’d have to speak other languages, but because we don’t think we know the right words in our own language.  When it does seem difficult, the Holy Spirit has very Good Words for us: John 3:16, which almost every Christian knows by heart:

[Jesus said to Nicodemus]: “For God so Loved the world, that He Gave His only Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have eternal Life.”

“ASK THE PASTOR”

The “Ask the Pastor” box is in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: Why is the long Gospel Reading on “Palm Sunday” about the events of “Maundy Thursday” and “Good Friday,” and not “Palm Sunday”?

A: Since the Synod’s previous hymnal (Lutheran Worship; which this congregation never got) came out in 1982, and also in our current Lutheran Service Book hymnal (2006), “Palm Sunday” was/is also designated as “Sunday of the Passion.”  The “Palm Sunday” Gospel was/is read from the back just prior to the processional hymn with palms.  Then, the regular Gospel Reading was/is the long Account of our Lord’s “Passion,” beginning with “Holy (Maundy) Thursday” (which therefore doesn’t include “Palm Sunday”). The Old Testament Reading in Series B, and in the 1-Year Series is, however, the Zechariah 9:9-12 Prophecy of “Palm Sunday.”
     The reason this change was made is because nowadays so few people are attending the other “Holy Week” services (“Maundy Thursday” & “Good Friday”), that they’d never hear the Passion Account unless it was read on a Sunday.  It’s also the reason that the paraments are scarlet for “Palm/Passion Sunday” (Jesus’ Blood) instead of remaining Lenten purple.

     It’s also worth noting that in the 3-Year Series, the Passion Accounts are read from Matthew, Mark, and Luke, respectively; and in the 1-Year Series from Matthew.  The “Good Friday” Account is always from John’s Gospel.  (There are assigned Readings for Monday – Wednesday of “Holy Week” as well from the various Gospels’ Passion Accounts.)
