“Children of God”
     Did you know that people’s names have meanings?  For example, my name is “David,” which means “beloved.”  “Kristen” is German for “Christian;” “Jenna” means “fair phantom” (“Jennifer” means “fair one.”); and Thomas means “the twin” or “leader.”  People in stories we learn from the Bible had interesting names too (including “Thomas”): For example, do you remember the account of Jesus walking on water and one of His Disciples coming out and walking on the water with Him (Matthew 14:22-33)?  That Disciple’s name was “Peter/Cephas,” which means “rock” (Matt. 16:18).  And do you remember the story about Queen Esther who saved all of her people (Esther)?: Well, “Esther” means “star,” like the stars in the sky.  And did you know that even Jesus’ Name has a Meaning?: “Jesus” means “Deliverer”/“Rescuer”/”Savior” (Matt. 1:21).

     Now, your names have their own meanings, and maybe you can “Google” it find out what your name means.  But did you know that we all share a very important name?: God calls you each by a very important Name: “child of God.”  Each and every one of us is a “child of God.”

     Do you know what that means?: God Loves us!  The Lord’s Prayer begins with the Words “Our Father.”  In this Prayer that Jesus Taught us, we talk to God as “our Heavenly Father” (i.e., “who art in Heaven”).  We can do that because we’re His “children.”  Each and every one of us became “God’s child” when we were Baptized.

     Now, here’s a tough question: Do we ever do things to make our parents or other loved ones upset?: Yeah, and sometimes they may not be very happy with us.  You know what, though?: Our parents and loved ones will always love us – even when we do things they don’t like very much – because we’re [like] “beloved children” to them.

     Sometimes we do things that God, “our Heavenly Father,” doesn’t like very much either.  That’s called “sin” – doing things we’re not supposed to do; breaking God’s Ten Commandments.  But just like our parents and loved ones, God, who’s your “Heavenly Father,” Loves us no matter what.  He Forgives all our sins; He Forgives us each and every time we do something we’re not supposed to do (or fail to do something we’re supposed to do).  That’s why Jesus Came to Earth and died on the Cross, so we could be Forgiven and have that New Name: “child of God!”
     This month we have the privilege of beginning and ending the month in special ways: “All Saints’ Day” – always Nov. 1, but usually celebrated on the first Sunday of November, regardless of the date – falls on a Sunday this year, so we’ll begin the month with that celebration.  And, though the “1st Sunday of Advent” usually falls on the first Sunday of December, this year it’s the last Sunday of November – the 29th, so we’ll end the month preparing for our Lord’s “Coming” both at Christmas and on the Last Day.  Therefore, may God Bless you as “saint”/believer while you wait for Christ’s “Advent/Coming,” with “Thanksgiving” (Nov. 26).

Q: What’s the difference between our and the Roman Catholic 

     celebrations of “All Saints’ Day”?

A: For Roman Catholics, this day (Nov. 1) is a celebration of their officially “Canonized” “Saints” – the Apostles, other major Biblical figures (i.e., Mary, Joseph, etc.), and numerous others throughout history.  Then, the next day – Nov. 2, is known as “All Souls’ Day,” where they pray for the souls of dead regular believers (“saints”) to be released from “Purgatory.”

     For us and other Protestants, “All Saints’ Day” is a celebration of all believers/“saints” – living and departed, for all times and places, including the specially recognized “Saints” (the first category above; who all have their own individually designated “Feast/Festival Days”).  Interestingly, our Synod’s previous Lutheran Worship hymnal (1982-2006), included “Commemoration of the Faithful Departed” on Nov. 2 (presumably to counter “All Souls’ Day”), where we remember (but not pray for) our departed loved ones.  This day was omitted in our current Lutheran Service Book hymnal (2006-present). Many of our churches do, however, include a “commemoration of the faithful departed” on either the “Last Sunday of the Church Year” (last Sunday of November or first Sunday of December), “All Saints’ Day” (Nov. 1), or “New Year’s Eve” (Dec. 31; as we do here), calling the roll of those in our congregations who’ve entered eternal Glory in the past year.
