“Thanks for Even Small Faith”
     November is the month we celebrate “Thanksgiving Day” (the 25th this year).  This is an exciting holiday, as God Gives us so much to be thankful for; and we usually list many of them in our pre-“Thanksgiving Day” dinner prayer.

     In the Gospel Reading for a “Day of Thanksgiving” – Luke 17:11-19 (which, you may recall, was also the Gospel Reading for the “14th Sun. after Trinity” on Sept. 5) – we hear about ten men who had a chance to thank Jesus for something very Special: Jesus Healed them of a terrible disease called “leprosy.”  This was a skin disease that caused really big, bad sores on people’s skin that just wouldn’t heal.  Today, we can heal leprosy with antibiotic medicines.  But during Jesus’ time, people would eventually die from the disease.

     So ten men with this disease came to see Jesus and asked to be Healed.  And Jesus Healed all ten of them!  What a Loving, Amazing God our Lord Jesus Is!  But sadly, only one who was Healed came back to thank Jesus.  Shouldn’t all ten have thanked Jesus for Healing them?: Of course, but only one did.  Jesus said to the man: “Your faith has made you Well;”  and when we believe – that is, when we have faith – that Jesus has Given us Wonderful Gifts like the “healing” of “Thanksgiving” turkey, we want to give Him thanks too, don’t we?

     But here’s a Wonderful Thing: Jesus Saves us even if we have a tiny little faith.  Some people have very strong faith; some people have just a tiny bit.  But even the smallest faith is enough to be Healed of the worst disease ever: our sin!  Jesus died on the Cross for everybody, so when we believe in Him (which is also a Gift from Him), our sin is Washed away forever, and we can be sure that one day we’ll Live with Jesus in Heaven forever!

     Consider an electric 3-way lamp: Is there electricity in the lamp itself?: No, because the cord’s separated from the power source in the outlet.  But if the cord’s plugged in and the lamp is set at level 3 and turned on – how bright!  Is there electricity in that cord?: Only if it’s plugged into the wall socket – the source of the electricity; and then we see the light it makes!  But if we turn the lamp-switch to level two or one, the light’s not as bright – but it’s still light!  There’s still electricity in it!

     See, whether we have a great big bright (“level 3”) faith or a tiny dim (“level 1”) faith, we’re still Saved.  That means all of us who believe in Jesus are Saved.  And that means we all have a lot – a lot – a lot! – for which to give Him thanks on “Thanksgiving Day” – and every day!

“ASK THE PASTOR”
Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: Please give us another update on the pastoral vacancy at Zion.
A: Since three Calls have been declined, Zion requested a new Call list from the District office, and are still awaiting reception of it.  Upon reception of it, their  Call Committee will review it, and make another recommendation to their Voters.
Q: How do you handle the various questions, suggestions, comments, and complaints you receive?

A: When things are asked in question form – either in the “Ask the Pastor” box in the church entryway, or in person, or in some other way – I consider this an opportunity to teach the Faith, and explain various practices that serve that Faith and Confession; which is what I (and all pastors) love to do.  When things come in more of a complaint form (usually from just a few), then not so much.  I’ll often use this space to address these.

     It’s always good for all of us to remember Luther’s Small Catechism’s “Table of Duties,” where pastors are admonished to be “able to teach” (1 Timothy 3:2g), and to “hold firm to the Trustworthy Word as Taught, so that he may be able to give instruction in Sound Doctrine and also to rebuke those who contradict It” (Titus 1:9).  And “hearers” are to provide for their pastors (1 Corinthians 9:14; Galatians 6:6-7; 1 Timothy 5:18b); “honor” them highly (1 Tim. 5:17); “respect and esteem they very highly” (1 Thessalonians 5:12-13a), so that there’s “peace among” us (1 Thess. 5:13b); “obey/submit” to them (Hebrews 13:17a); and to “not groan, as that would be of no advantage” (Heb. 13:17b).

     I would add that these are also general guidelines for all human relationships, not just between pastors and lay people.
