 “Never Tired of That”
     “Happy Thanksgiving!”  I pray I’ll see you in worship on “Thanksgiving Day,” Thursday, Nov. 24, 9:00am.  Even though it’s not a Sunday, it only makes sense that we’re in church for that Day, doesn’t it?!  But why so?: Because, of course, “Thanksgiving Day” is all about “thanking” God for all the Blessings He Gives us.  After worship, we’ll watch football and enjoy a delicious dinner as part of our celebration; but what do we do before we eat – what do we do first?: We pray – we “thank” God.
     Some families even pray after eating (as suggested by Martin Luther), using Psalm 136 (& Wisconsin Synod Lutherans add it to the end of the pre-meal “common table prayer” [“Come, Lord Jesus, …”], praying,

“Give thanks to the LORD, for He is Good, for His steadfast Love endures forever.” (V.1)
(Interestingly, Psalm 136 is not the “Psalm of the Day” for “Thanksgiving Day;” rather Psalm 67 is for us, and Psalm 100 is for the W.E.L.S., E.L.C.A., and the Roman Catholic Church.  Psalm 136:1-4 is the “Psalm of the Day” for “St. Matthias, Apostle;” Vv.1-16 for Lent 3 in the 1-Year Series; Vv.1-9 in the middle of the “Pentecost Season” in the 3-Year Series B; and Vv. 1-9[,23-26] in the middle of the “Pentecost Season” in the 3-Year Series A.)  

     “Endures forever” means that It lasts forever: God Keeps on “Loving” us “forever;” and we “thank” Him for That!

     But Psalm 136 goes on from there: It’s 26 Verses long!  The first part of every Verse changes, but the last part of the Verse is always the same:

“… for His steadfast Love endures forever.”

I encourage you to recite the entire Psalm with your family, perhaps responsively.

     You may get tired of saying the same thing over and over and over; but we shouldn’t, should we?: We should never get tired of “thanking” God – certainly, we should do it way more often than one day a year – because God never gets tired of “Loving” us!:

“… for His steadfast Love endures forever!”

     We read in this Psalm that God Did lots of different things; He Does new and “Loving” things for us every day.  And every one of those things He Does because one time, Jesus died on the Cross to Make us His children again.  We can never “thank” God enough for That, can we?

     So, as we near the beginning of a new Church Year on Sunday, Nov. 27 – the “1st Sunday of Advent” (returning to the 3-Year Series A), I encourage you all to …

“Give thanks to the LORD, for He is Good, for His steadfast Love endures forever!”

“ASK THE PASTOR”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: On October 23 you included a “Circuit Forum” in the prayers.  Please explain what that is?

A: First of all: On the wall over the Portals of Prayer basket there’s a poster explaining all the meetings and processes leading up to next Summer’s Synod Convention, which is July 29 – August 3, 2023, in Milwaukee, WI.

     District Conventions are held the year before Synod Convention (normally every three years; this year it’s been four years due to COVID-19).  At District Conventions, each congregation sends its pastor and a lay delegate.  This past Summer, Larry Finkel and I attended the Michigan District Convention at Concordia University-Ann Arbor.  There are roughly 400 congregations in our District (the largest in the Synod), so about 800 delegates (actually less, as dual-parishes only get one pastoral vote, not two).

     Since there are roughly 6,000 congregations in the Synod, that would mean about 12,000 delegates if each congregation sent its pastor and a lay delegate – way too large to conduct business.  Therefore, for the Synod Convention, each Circuit (normally 8 - 10 congregations) chooses one pastor and one lay person to represent the Circuit at the Synod Convention.  An alternate pastor and lay person are also chosen.  None of the four can be from the same congregation.

     The gatherings for the Circuits to choose their delegates and alternate delegates are called “Circuit Forums.”  Our Circuit (Thumb East) Forum was held at Our Savior, Bad Axe, on Sun., Oct. 23; and the following were elected: Pastoral Delegate = Rev. Bryan Hopfensperger, Peace, Sandusky; Lay Delegate = Janeane Wilson, Zion, Harbor Beach; Alternative Pastoral Delegate = Rev. David Dodge, St. John, Port Hope; Alternate Lay Delegate = Chris Durham, Our Savior, Marlette.  (I was also elected as the Alternate Pastoral Delegate for the last Synod Convention [2019, Tampa, FL], but ended up attending the Convention as our Pastoral Delegate couldn’t attend at the last minute.)
