STEWARDSHIP MONTH

     October is our annual “Stewardship Month,” where we highlight our use of our God-Given gifts of our times, talents, and treasures.  Good stewardship will be highlighted in the bulletins, sermons, and hymns, culminating with a “Special Stewardship Offering” on Sun., Oct. 30 (“Reformation Sunday”), where you’re asked to consider giving an extra offering above your regular offering, which will be sent to a Synod-approved mission endeavor. (Envelopes for this are included in this newsletter.)
 “Flying in Mid-Air”
     Have you been outside and looked up in the sky and seen an airplane pulling a sign?  Every now and then someone will hire an airplane to fly overhead – like maybe over a fair or a football game or another event where lots of people are gathered – and pull a big long sign behind it.  The plane will be flying along and the sign will be streaming behind it like a tail, hundreds of feet long.

     Why do people want to have a plane pull their sign across the sky?: Well, a sign like that across the sky would be seen by everyone.  If there’s a crowd down below for a fair or a football game, thousands of people would read that sign.  So if someone wanted people to come to their store and shop, or buy a car from them, or maybe vote for somebody, lots of people would get the message.

     In Revelation 14:6-7 (1st Reading for “Reformation Day,” Oct. 31), the Apostle John saw a Vision like that:

“Then I saw another angel flying directly overhead, with an eternal Gospel to proclaim to those who dwell on Earth, to every nation and tribe and language and people.” (V.6)
Can you picture that?: An “angel flying” across the sky with a very Important Message for everybody in the world to see.

     The Reformation is traditionally celebrated on the last Sunday of October (also our Confirmation day).  On “Reformation Sunday” we thank God that He Used Martin Luther to get that very Important Message out for everybody on Earth.  The very Important Message is that Jesus died on the Cross for you, for everyone, so that everyone who believes in Him will go to Heaven someday.  We all sin, so we’re not good enough on our own to get to Heaven – no matter how hard we try.  But Jesus’ death on the Cross Paid for our sins.  Jesus Did every Good thing for us so that we can go to Heaven.

     When Martin Luther was living 500 years ago, the Church wasn’t telling people that very Important Message: It was telling false things, that we had to make ourselves good enough for Heaven.  People needed to know the Truth!  So God Enabled Luther to learn that Truth by reading the Bible.  And as soon as Luther learned It, he worked to get the Message out: preaching It, writing about It, helping others read the Bible so they could see It for themselves.

     Luther was like that angel – or that airplane – “flying overhead” with that very Important Message for everyone on Earth to see: Jesus dying and Rising for us has Earned Heaven for us.

“ASK THE PASTOR”

Please note the “Ask the Pastor” box in the entryway.  Questions submitted in the box (anonymously if you wish) may be used for this section of the newsletter.

Q: What are we able and not able to do with other denominations?

A: We may participate with other denominations – and basically anyone – in human care and non-theological endeavors (e.g., food pantries, disaster relief, social welfare, etc.).

     Because Scripture, throughout, admonishes us to avoid false teachers, we may not participate in theological endeavors (i.e., teaching of the Faith, worship, etc.).  (NOTE: “We” refers to members of the Synod – congregations, pastors, rostered church workers; not individual members of congregations, who are not members of Synod, but rather members of congregations.)  To this end, Article VI of the Constitution of the L.C.-M.S. (“Conditions of Membership”) says,

“Conditions for acquiring and holding membership in the Synod are the following:  …

2. Renunciation of unionism and syncretism [i.e., participation with other religions & denominations] of every description, such as:

a. Serving congregations of mixed confession, as such, by ministers of the church;

b. Taking part in the services and sacramental rites of heterodox congregations or of congregations of mixed confession [i.e., other denominations];

c. Participating in heterodox tract and missionary activities.  …

4. Exclusive use of Doctrinally Pure agenda, hymnbooks, and Catechism in church and school.  …” [brackets mine]
     Related to this, the Rev. Dr. C.F.W. Walther, the 1st Pres. of the Synod, once replied (Jan. 23, 1883) to a Lutheran pastor who’d asked about the use of Methodist hymns in a Lutheran Sunday School.  Walther wrote,

“Honored Sir,

     This morning I received your worthy letter, written on the 19th of the month. In your letter you ask for my opinion on whether it is advisable to introduce the singing of Methodist songs in a Lutheran Sunday School. May what follows serve as a helpful reply to your questions:

     No, this is not advisable, rather very incorrect and pernicious.

1. Our church is so rich in hymns that you could justifiably state that if one were to introduce Methodist hymns in a Lutheran school this would be like carrying coals to Newcastle. The singing of such hymns would make the rich Lutheran Church into a beggar which is forced to beg from a miserable sect. Thirty or forty years ago a Lutheran preacher might well have been forgiven this. For at that time the Lutheran Church in our country was as poor as a beggar when it comes to song books for Lutheran children. A preacher scarcely knew where he might obtain such little hymn books. Now, however, since our church itself has everything it needs, it is unpardonable when a preacher of our church causes little ones to suffer the shame of eating a foreign bread. 2. A preacher of our church also has the holy duty to give souls entrusted to his care pure spiritual food, indeed, the very best which he can possibly obtain. In Methodist songs there is much which is false, and which contains spiritual poison for the soul. Therefore, it is soul-murder to set before children such poisonous food. If the preacher claims that he allows only ‘correct’ hymns to be sung, this does not excuse him. For, first of all, the true Lutheran spirit is found in none of them; second, our hymns are more powerful, more substantive, and more prosaic; third, those hymns which deal with the Holy Sacraments are completely in error; fourth, when these little sectarian hymnbooks come into the hands of our children, they openly read and sing false hymns.

3. A preacher who introduces Methodist hymns, let alone Methodist hymnals, raises the suspicion that he is no true Lutheran at heart, and that he believes one religion is as good as the other, and that he is thus a unionistic-man, a mingler of religions and churches.

4. Through the introduction of Methodist hymn singing he also makes those children entrusted to his care of unionistic sentiment, and he himself leads them to leave the Lutheran Church and join the Methodists.
5. By the purchase of Methodist hymn books he subsidizes the false church and strengthens the Methodist fanatics in their horrible errors. For the Methodists will think, and quite correctly so, that if the Lutheran preachers did not regard our religion as good as, or indeed, even better than their own, they would not introduce Methodist hymn books in their Sunday schools, but rather would use Lutheran hymn books.

6. By introducing Methodist hymn books, the entire Lutheran congregation is given great offense, and the members of the same are led to think that Methodists, the Albright people, and all such people have a better faith than we do.

     This may be a sufficient answer regarding this dismal matter. May God keep you in the true and genuine Lutheran faith, and help you not to be misled from the same, either to the right or to the left.
